CAMP GOAL 
Our primary goal is to help promote the maximum development of children.  This includes their 
physical, emotional, social, intellectual, and creative self.  We’ve carefully prepared a developmentally 
appropriate environment which provides a place for your child to feel significant and successful.   
 
HOURS OF OPERATION 
Summer Y Camp hours are from 7:00 AM to 6:00 PM Monday – Friday.  Camp dates are June 1 – 
July 30 at school sites.  Camp continues at the YMCA August 2 – 13.   
 

CAMP CLOSINGS 
Y Camp will be closed August 16th and 17th to prepare for the school year.

ADMISSIONS 
Your child may not start camp until ALL paperwork is completed and in.  Forms are found at the back 
of this handbook and include:

 Parent/Child Statement of Understanding 
 1 Current Photo of your child. 
 

CCAP 
We accept CCAP.  All paperwork must be approved and validated before your child begins camp.  
Only 3 absences are allowed per month without a ful l week’s written notification.  If you miss 
more than 3 scheduled days, you are responsible for  full cost of the day(s) missed .  CCAP 
requires Parent Fee payments to be made at the 1st of the month prior to care.  If there is a difficulty, 
contact the billing department immediately.   
 
FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE 
Scholarships are available to families who qualify for financial assistance.  Financial disclosure will be 
required, but kept confidential.  There is a nominal processing time on all applications and discounts 
are not retroactive.  Parents will be responsible for full payment until notification of scholarship is 
received.   
The YMCA’s Annual Scholarship Campaign funds famili es who could otherwise not afford to 
come to camp, so please consider donating to give a  kid the Y. 



 
 
PAYMENT POLICIES 
·  A $40 per child or $60 per family registration fee plus payment for the first 2 weeks of camp are required to 

register your child.  
 

·  Monthly camp fees are due the first of each month.  Camp’s first payment is due June 1, 2010.   A $20 late 
fee will be added to payments received after the 1st of each month.   

 

·  If your camp payment is not received by the 5th of each month, your reservation and deposit will be 
forfeited.     

·  Any balance more than 30 days past due will be sent to our collection agency.  
 

·  No reduction in cost is made for late arrivals, early departures, or days missed due to illness, vacation, or 
opting not to come to camp. 

 

·  A payment box is located at each site for your convenience.   
 

·  We accept cash, check, and charge for payments.  Cash payments must be taken to the YMCA’s front 
desk.  NCF will automatically deduct an additional $20 return check fee from your account for bounced 
checks.  Two bounced checks will result in our inability to accept further check payments.

WITHDRAWAL POLICY 
Written notice on the Schedule Change/Withdrawal Request Form must be given before the Monday prior to 
the session (one full week in advance of your child’s withdrawal from the camp program) in order to avoid 
being charged.  Any outstanding balance must be paid at the time of withdrawal. 
 
SCHEDULE CHANGES 
All requests for changes in camp sessions or schedule must be done in writing on the Schedule 
Change/Withdrawal Request Form before the Monday one full week in advance of the start of the session.  A 
copy of the official Change/Withdrawal form is enclosed.   Changes will be made based on availability.   There 
is a $10 fee charged for any changes made and prici ng will follow the timeline of the registration 
structure.  (If changes are made during late registration (after May 15), you are charged the late registration 
prices.) 
 

ADMINISTRATION 
The Child Care Director , Giselle Lehmann is responsible for overseeing every aspect of Child Care, including 
Partial Day Preschool Camp, Full Day Preschool Camp and Full Day School Age Summer Camp. The 
Summer Camp Coordinator , Jessica Fernandez is responsible for planning, programming, staffing, and 
overall supervision of all Full Day Y-Camp Programs.  She is available to address any and all parental 
concerns. 
The Heritage, Eagle Crest, and Frederick Site Directors  are responsible for aiding the childcare director in all 
aspects of camp programs and are in charge of each site.  They can be reached by site phone.   
The Childcare Billing Department  is responsible for all payment and billing activity.  Please contact Wanda

STAFF 
Camp staff are selected for their experience and knowledge of youth development, talent, maturity, 
enthusiasm, patience, leadership qualities,.   They have completed all YMCA Staff Training, are 
certified in CPR and 1st Aid, and have completed the National YMCA Child Abuse Prevention 
Training. 
Lead Counselors  are 21 and older.  They are directly responsible and accountable for the safety and 
well-being of their campers, scheduling, and overseeing the program, staff, and all group situations. 
Assistant Counselors  are 18 and older.  They are responsible for aiding the lead counselor in caring 
for the group’s safety and well being. 
Junior Counselors  are high school students interested in and responsible enough to work with 
children under the supervision of senior staff.    
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
PARENT/STAFF RELATIONS POLICY 
For the safety and protection of your child and our staff, YMCA employees are not allowed to baby sit 
for program participants, spend time outside of camp with our families, transport children in their 
private vehicles, or contact families by personal phone, email, or internet.  Please do not put our staff 
at risk of losing their position with us by asking them to do so.   
 
STAFF/CHILD RATIOS  

The State of Colorado’s minimum standards for staff to school age child ratio is 1 to 15.  We plan for 
a staff to child ratio of 1 to 12 or fewer so that we can provide children with a higher level of individual 
attention. 
 
PARENT SUGGESTIONS AND COMMENTS 
In order for the YMCA to provide a successful camp experience, the staff and parents need to work 
together to support each other.  Whenever you have a suggestion, question or concern related to the 
camp program, please report them immediately to Giselle Lehmann, Childcare Director.  Proper 
action can only be taken when clear communication takes place.  If you need to express a concern to 
Colorado Human Services Childcare Division, you may call at (303) 866-5958 or write at 1575 
Sherman St. 1st Floor, Denver, CO 80203-1714.

RULES AND CORE VALUES 
The YMCA promotes an anti-biased, multicultural approach where conflict resolution, teamwork and 
problem solving skills are modeled and taught.  Respect for self, others, equipment and the 
environment are crucial.   All aspects of camp programming and interaction highlight the core values 
of the YMCA: 
 
Caring - to be sensitive to the well being of others, to love and help others 
Honesty -to tell the truth, be worthy of trust, and have integrity. 
Respect - to treat others as you would like to be treated, to value the worth of everyone. 
Responsibility - to do what is right, to be accountable for your behavior, actions, and obligations. 
 
Camp counselors will guide children in making the right decisions, building self-esteem, and 
displaying empathy and compassion.  Our staff promises to demonstrate and develop the core values 
of the YMCA in all aspects of working with children.

GUIDANCE & DISCIPLINE  

Our staff work to guide campers to become responsible for their own a ctions  and helping 
them grow in their respect for the rights and feelings of others. 

 
Based on our goal of working in partnership with parents, we will be honest and respectful in 

communicating with parents about their children.  At the same time, the YMCA expects the full 
cooperation of parents to ensure the success of any plan developed to support campers. 

 
Discipline shall not embarrass or damage the child’s self-image.  When possible, campers will 

contribute to resolving his/her conflict.  Only staff shall carry out any disciplinary action, not 
volunteers, observers, or other children. 

 
A serious behavior problem  is defined as one in which a child is hampering the smooth flow 

of the program requiring an extraordinary amount of attention:  is inflicting physical or emotional harm 
on self or others: or otherwise unable to conform to the rules and guidelines of the program. 

 
Camp has a zero tolerance policy  pertaining to physical actions against others, stealing, 

bullying, and disrespect for staff and property.  These actions are disruptive and result in a negative 
experience for fellow campers.  Campers who act in this manner will be removed from camp without 
refund.  
 
Depending on the individual child and the circumstances, a variety of disciplinary measures are to be 
considered: 
 

�  Ignoring:  an effective strategy for minor misbehavior, or for attention-seeking behavior that 

does not interfere with or harm others 

�  Logical consequences:  repairing the damage or genuinely apologizing  

�  Re-direction : offering a different activity or area 

�  Review of program rules 

�  Negotiation and mediation:  especially in conflicts between children 

�  Discussion: reflective talking and listening 

�  A brief separation  from the group  

�  Written behavior journals or stoplights  

�  Behavior contract : outlining staff and camper expectations and improvements 

�  Suspension : the camper is sent home for the day due to behavior issues.  Parents have 1 

hour to pick the child up from camp. 

�  Termination  from the program

DISCHARGE POLICY 
The YMCA tries to meet the needs of each child enrolled in our program.  We make every effort to 
communicate and work with the parent if there are concerns.  However, the YMCA reserves the right 
to terminate enrollment of a child for one or more of the following reasons: 

1. Camp does not meet the needs of the child.  Factors considered may include: 
�  Consistent problematic and disruptive behavior 
�  Extra demands on staff time 
�  Behavior detrimental emotionally or physically to the others in the program 
�  Child cannot adjust to the program’s environment 

2. A parent fails to meet their obligations as set forth by the YMCA, including but not limited to the 
following reasons: 

�  Nonpayment or persistent late payment of fees 
�  Failure to comply with the procedures for arrival and departure of the child 
�  Physical or verbal abuse of children or staff by the parent 
�  Disrespect for policies and procedures of the day camp program 

 
TRUANCY POLICY 
Head counts are done on a regular basis to ensure all children are accounted for.  If a child leaves 
the program, our staff will search for the child and notify parents immediately.  If parents are not 
reachable, we will call the police department.   A meeting between the camp director, parents, and 
child is required before the child may return to camp.  Any lost child incident is reported to the 
Colorado Department of Human Services within 24 hours. 
 
SECURITY AND CONFIDENTIALITY 
 Please discuss any special family circumstances with the camp director.  If you are working with an 
agency for your child’s welfare or if there is a restraining order or custody restrictions concerning your 
child(ren), we must have a current copy in our files.  We will not release any of your personal 
information to anyone who is not on your emergency pick up list.  We may need to discuss issues 
concerning the health and welfare of your child with staff.    
 
MEDICATION 
If your child needs prescription or over-the-counter medication during camp hours, the medicine must  
be delivered to the site director. At no time should medication be in a child’s posses sion.   In 
compliance with section 12-38-132, CRS of the Nurse Practice Act, it must be in its original container 
with the exact dosage for the day and accompanied with a doctor’s note and signature including 
dosage, times, and your child’s name.  Medications are given only by Medication Administration 
Certified staff. 
 
Written permission for non-medical products such as deodorant, Chapstick, lotion can be given by 
filling out the attached form and giving it to the site director.  Medications and topical or ingestible 
products found on children without proper authoriza tion will be confiscated.     
 
Special arrangements must be made for inhalers.  If your child suffers from severe allergies, diabetes, 
asthma, or another debilitating condition, you must provide an action plan for staff to follow in the 
event of an emergency. 
 



 
 
 
SUNSCREEN & BUG REPELLANT 
We are outside in the sun every day.  Please make sure your camper arrives at camp with sunscreen 
on.  You must supply a 30+ SPF sunscreen  labeled with your child’s name for application with the 
help of staff every 2-3 hours.  Bug repellant is optional, but strongly recommended.   
Parents who do not provide sunscreen or refills will have to sign a sunscreen waiver clearing the 
YMCA from all liability.   
 
INJURY 
Please keep in mind that summer camp encourages campers to take healthy risks.  The occasional 
bump and bruise incurred along the way are a part of the experience.  Band-aids are worn as badges 
of honor! 
Camp administration and counselors are First Aid an d CPR Certified .  A first aid kit is with them 
wherever they go.  Parents or an emergency contact will be notified if your child is seriously injured.  
Campers with serious injuries requiring emergency medical attention will be transported to the 
nearest hospital unless otherwise specified by medical personnel.    
  
ILLNESS  
If your child becomes ill at camp, he/she will be isolated and place on a sick mat away from activities 
under the care of a staff person.  You will be notified immediately to pick up your child.  A parent or 
authorized person is to pick up within 1 hour of no tification.     
Children who are sent home may not return to camp until they have been symptom  free for 24 
hours .  If it is a communicable disease, they may not return to camp without a doctor’s note.   
Please respect other camper’s health enough to keep your child home when he/she is ill.   

For the protection of all campers, your child must be kept home or will be sent home if he/she 
shows any of the following symptoms: 

·  A temperature   
·  Intestinal disturbance accompanied by diarrhea or vomiting 
·  Any undiagnosed rash 
·  Sore or discharging eyes or ears 
·  Profuse yellow or green nasal discharge  
 

Conversely, if your child is well enough to be at camp, he/she is considered well enough to participate 
in full camp activity including outdoor play and swimming. 
 
If you need care for a sick child, call Children’s Services at 441-3180 for available options.   
 
HEALTH AND WELLNESS 
We ask that parents give us full disclosure of their camper’s health needs including allergies, physical 
or emotional limitations, and behavioral issues.  Complete candor and honesty helps staff to better 
understand the capabilities and challenges of each camper.   
 

IMMUNIZATIONS 
New this year, the State of Colorado, Boulder County Health Department is requiring that all 
immunizations are on the correct form. Parents need to transcribe immunization information  onto 
the form enclosed in this handbook.   
 



 
 
 
SPECIAL NEEDS 
We will make reasonable accommodations for children with special needs so that they may enjoy the camp 
experience.  Our objective is to provide all children with an amazing Y experience and learn to accept and 
understand diversity.  An assessment will be made by the director to determine our ability to meet the 
individual needs of the child and a participation plan developed.  At no time can anyone’s situation put other 
participants, staff, or the organization at risk.  Decisions related to the enrollment, placement, or dismissal of a 
child with a disability or chronic condition must and will be in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities 
Act. 
 
REPORTING CHILD ABUSE 
Colorado State law requires anyone who works with children to report suspected signs of child abuse or 
neglect.  Examples include, but are not limited to, physical, verbal, or sexual abuse; lack of care in personal 
hygiene or nutrition; leaving a child alone or in the care of another child under the age of 12.   Proper 
authorities investigate after a report is made.  We are not allowed to discuss the situation with the parent 
before making a report.  
If a parent suspects child abuse, they may report it to the Department of Social Services at 529 Coffman St. 
Suite 100, Longmont, CO 80501 or call (303) 678-6029. 
 
WHAT TO BRING 
All campers should bring a bag or backpack labeled with their name, a bathing suit, towel, sunscreen, 
a water bottle filled with water, and a healthy, balanced lunch. Campers should wear appropriate 
clothing for camp and expect to get dirty.  Gym shoes and socks are required.  No sandals/flip-
flops/Crocs  as they can be a safety hazard.  Children in inappropriate footwear will be sent home 
with parents to change.   Camp shirts are required on field trip days.   
 

WHAT NOT TO BRING  
The YMCA is not responsible for lost or broken items from home.  Campers are not allowed to bring 
toys, action figures, trading cards, books, dolls, music devices, or cell phones to camp.  These items 
will be collected until the end of the camp day.   
 

LOST & FOUND 
Lost and Found items will be collected in a marked bin and placed by the parent  
information table. These items are kept for 1 week then donated to local charities.   
Counselors will encourage their group to look through lost and found items before the end  
of each week. 
 
PICK UP AND DROP OFF

Enter Frederick  thru the gym door to the right of the front door behind the wall 

Enter Eagle Crest thru the cafeteria door on the east side of the building 

Enter the YMCA thru the west gym doors (last 2 weeks of camp) 

AM drop off is from 7AM to 9AM.  If you need to drop off at a later time, please consult the camp 
daily schedule to locate your camp group once camp has started.   
Parents are required to walk their child into the b uilding to sign in everyday  with the time and 
their initials.   
 
 
 



 
 
 
PM pick up is from 4:30 PM to 6:00 PM.  If you need to pick up at an earlier time, please inform the 
site director and consult the camp daily schedule to locate your camp group.  Parents and others on 
the pick up list (18 or older only) are required to  sign out every day  with the time and their 
initials.  Proper picture identification is required .  We will not release a child to anyone who is not 
on the pick up list or cannot provide ID.    
 
Late pick up  is stressful on both staff and children.  Camp ends promptly at 6:00 PM. Camp staff put 
in a full day of fun but exhausting work, and children become anxious about being last at camp, so 
please arrive in a timely manner.  
A late fee  of $10.00 for the first late pick up, $20 for the 2nd late pick up, and $30 for the 3rd or more 
late pick up will be strictly enforced after 6:00 PM.  Parents are asked to call if running a few minutes 
late.  This however does not excuse you from the late fee.   
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LEADER IN TRAINING (Available only at Heritage loca tion for 7 th & 8 th Grades)   
The Leader in Training Program provides a chance for older kids to learn leadership, interpersonal, 
and life skills.  Activities will have an emphasis on teambuilding, character development, and fun. This 
program runs in full week sessions.  It begins the transition from camper to counselor.  Themes will 
differ weekly and will include YMCA training, first aid, babysitter certification, community service, teen 
issues, leadership opportunities, and business practices.  Special field trips and activities are included 
in the price of the program. 
 
MINI CAMP 
The last 2 weeks of the summer are spent at the YMC A because schools need time to prepare for 
the coming school year.  We offer all of the same great camp activities at the YMCA in Longmont.  
Drop off and pick up are on the west side of the Y building at the north gym doors.  All children must 
bring their lunch, sunscreen, and a water bottle .  New schedules  listing swim, field trip, and room 
times will be available at the parent table.  Before and after school care registrations for fall will also 
be available.   
 
SEVERE WEATHER CONDITIONS 
For threats of thunderstorms , all groups will seek shelter immediately and remain there until 20 
minutes after the weather clears.  Should there be a tornado  warning, all children and staff will go to 
a predetermined safe room.  They will sit on the floor against the wall until the threat passes.  Weekly 
drills are done for safety purposes.   
On excessively hot days , camp will provide activities with water, indoors, or in shaded areas.  Water 
is accessible to children at all times and they are encouraged to drink fluids throughout the day.  
 
FIRE SAFETY 
Camp will evacuate the building should a fire occur.  We will leave together and gather by a 
predetermined site where we will remain until the fire department instructs us further. Weekly drills 
are done for safety purposes.  
 



 
 
 
 
SWIMMING 

The summer aquatic program is a recreational free swim time .  Children must bring their swimsuit and 
towel  to participate in swim days.  Swimming will take place twice a week  at the YMCA for Heritage and Eagle 
Crest sites and at the Carbon Valley Rec Center for the Frederick site.  Children will be required to take a swim 
test to be allowed into the deep end of the pool.  Those who do not complete the swim test can utilize the 
shallow end.   Swimmers that have passed the swim test will wear a colored wrist band to indicate their ability 
to swim and play in the deep end. 
Staff will be in the pool with the children  for fun and safety purposes.  Lifeguards will always be on duty  
while children are present.  Swim days for your group will be announced the first week of camp.   
For safety purposes, there is no pick up or drop of f allowed during swim times .   
 
No alternate activity is offered during swim time a s staff are needed to help monitor swimmers.

FIELD TRIPS  
Each camp participates in local field trips to area parks.  This gives us a great opportunity to be away from 
camp, get a change of scenery, explore our community yet still be in a safe supervised environment.  Parents 
will be notified in advance of field trips and must have their camper present 30 minutes before departure in 
order to attend. For safety purposes, parents are NOT allowed to pick up or drop off at o ur destination.   
Camp rules apply both onsite and off.   
ALL MUST WEAR THEIR CAMP T-SHIRT ON FIELD TRIP DAYS .   
 
TRANSPORTATION 
When transporting children, we use only qualified, licensed drivers in accordance with Colorado State law.   
Parents must sign all paperwork giving the YMCA permission to transport their child to and from camp.  Staff 
are not allowed to transport children in their personal vehicles. 
 
Bus Rules:  

1. Obey the driver’s directions at all times. 
2. Remain in your seat with your seatbelt securely fastened until the door opens. 
3. Sit erect facing forward with your feet on the floor and your hands to yourself. 
4. Personal items are stored under your seat.  Remember to take it when you leave. 
5. Windows can be opened only with the permission of the driver.  Please keep your entire body inside the bus.  

Nothing may be thrown from the windows and obscene gestures are prohibited. 
6. Use inside speaking voices while in the bus.  It is a safety risk to distract the driver while the bus is in motion. 
7. Food and beverages are not allowed on the bus. 
8. Children and their parents will be held responsible for any damage, vandalism or destruction of property 

purposely caused to the bus. 
9. Potentially dangerous items are not allowed on the bus.  This includes weapons, pets, large items, liquids, 

powders, or anything the driver may deem as a hazard. 
 
VEHICLE FAILURE OR ACCIDENT 
Vehicles used by the YMCA are supplied with first aid materials and emergency information about each child.
